The elephants are the large mammals forming the family Elephantidac in the order Proboscidea. Three species are currently recognised: the Afiican bush elephant (Loxodonta aficana), the African forest clephant
(L. cyclotis), and the Asian clephant (Elephas maximus). Elephants are scattered throughout sub-Saharan A frica, South Asia, and Southeast Asia. Elephantidac is the only surviving family of the order Proboscidea:
other, now extinct, members of the order include deinotheres, gomphotheres, mammoths, and mastodons

All clephants have several distinctive features, the most notable of which is a long trunk (also called a proboscis), vsed for many purposes, particularly breathing, lifting water, and grasping objects. Their incisors
‘grow into tusks, which can serve as weapons and as tools for moving objects and digging. Elephants' large car flaps help to control their body temperature. Their pillar-like legs can carry their great weight. African
clephants have larger cars and concave backs while Asian clephants have smaller cars and convex or level backs.

Elephants are herbivorous and can be found in different habitats including savannahs, forests, deserts, and marshes. They prefer fo stay near water. They are considered to be a keystone species due fo their impact
on their environments. Other animals tend to keep their distance from elephants while predators, such as lions, tigers, hyenas, and any wild dogs, usually target only young clephants (or "calves”). Elephants have a
fission-fusion sociey in which multiple family groups come together to socialise. Females ("cows") tend to live in family groups, which can consist of one female with her calves or several related females with.
offspring. The groups are led by an individual knovn as the matriach, often the oldest cow.

Males ("bulls") leave their family groups when they reach puberty and may live alone or with other males. Adult bulls mostly interact with family groups when looking for a mate and enter a state of increased
testosterone and aggression known as musth, which helps them gain dominance and reproductive success. Calves are the cenire of attention in their family groups and rely on their mothers for as long as three
years. Elephants can live up to 70 years in the wild. They communicate by touch, sight, smell, and sound; elephants use infrasound, and scismic communication over long distances. Elephant intelligence has been
‘compared with that of primates and cetaceans. They appear to have self-awarencss and show empathy for dying or dead individuals of their kind.

African clephants are listed as vulnerable by the International Union for Conservation of Nature (IUCN) while the Asian elephant is classed as endangered. One of the biggest threats to clephant populations is the
ivory trade, as the animals are poached for their ivory tusks. Other threats to wild elephants include habitat destruction and conflicts with local people. Elephants are used as working animals in Asia. In the past,
they were used in war; today, they are often controversially put on display in zoos, or exploited for entertainment in circuses. Elephants are highly recognisable and have been featured in art, folklore, religion,
literature, and popular culfure

Etymology

The word "elephant” is based on the Latin elephas (genitive elephantis) ("clephant"), which is the Latinised form of the Greek &héo0s (elephas) (genitive &éouvto (elephantos)),[1] probably from a non-Indo-
Eusopean language, likely Phoenician [2] It is attested in Mycenacan Greck as e-re-pa (genifive e-7e-pa-ro) in Linear B syllabic script.[3][4] As in Mycenacan Greek, Homer used the Greek word to mean ivor
‘but after the time of Herodotus, it also referred to the animal.[1] The word "clephant” appears in Middle English as olyfaunt (c.1300) and was borrowed from Old French oliphant (12th century).[2] Loxedonia, the
‘generic name for the African clephants, is Greek for "oblique-sided tooth".[5]

Taxonomy

Classification, species and subspecies

Elephants belong to the family Elephantidae, the sole remaining family within the order Proboscidea which belongs to the superorder Afrotheria. Their closest extant relatives are the sirenians (dugongs and
‘manatees) and the hyraxes, with which they share the clade Pacnungulata within the superorder Afotheria.[7] Elephants and sirenians are further grouped in the clade Tethytheria [§] Three species of elephants are
recognised; the African bush elephant (Loxodonta afvicana) and forest clephant (Loxodonta cyclotis) of sub-Saharan Africa, and the Asian elephant (Elephas meximus) of South and Southeast Asia.[9] African
elephants have larger cars, a concave back, more wrinkled skin, a sloping abdomen, and two finger-like extensions at the tip of the trunk. Asian clephants have smaller cars, a convex or level back, smoother skin, a
horizontal abdomen that occasionally sags in the middle and one extension at the tip of the trunk. The looped ridges on the molars are narrower in the Asian clephant while those of the African are more diamond-

shaped. The Asian elephant also has dorsal bumps on its head and some patches of depigmentation on its skin.[10]

Swedish zoologist Carl Linnacus first described the genus Elephas and an clephant from Sti Lanka (then known as Ceylon) vnder the binomial Elephas maximus in 1758.[11] In 1798, Georges Cuvier classified the
Indian clephant under the binomial Elephas indicus.[12] Dutch zoologist Coenraad Jacob Temminck described the Sumatran clephant in 1847 under the binomial Elephas sumatranus.[13] English zoologist
Frederick Nutter Chasen classified all three as subspecies of the Asian elephant in 1940.[14] Asian clephants vary geographically in their colour and amount of depigmentation. The Sri Lankan elephant (Elephas
maxinus maximus) inhabits Sri Lanka, the Indian elephant (E. 7. indicus) is native to mainland Asia (on the Indian subcontinent and Indochina), and the Sumatran elephant (E. m. sumaranus) is found in Sumatra.
[10] One disputed subspecies, the Bomneo clephant, lives in northern Borneo and is smaller than all the other subspecies. It has larger cars, a longer tail, and straighter tusks than the typical clephant. Sri Lankan
zoologist Paules Edward Pieris Deraniyagala described it in 1950 under the trinomial Elephas maximus borneensis, taking as his fype an illustration in National Geograplhic.[15] It was subsequently subsumed
under either E. m. indicus or E. m. sumatranus. Results of a 2003 genetic analysis indicate its ancestors separated from the mainland population about 300,000 years ago.[16] A 2008 study found that Borneo
elephants are not indigenous to the island but were brought there before 1521 by the Sultan of Sulu from Java, where clephants are now extinct.[15]

‘The African elephant was first named by German naturalist Johann Friedrich Blumenbach in 1797 as Elephas afvicanus.[17] The genus Loxodonta was named by Frédéric Cuvier in 1825.[18] Cuvier spelled it
Loxodonte, but in 1827 an anonymous author romanised the spelling to Loxodonta/19]; the Intemational Code of Zoological Nomenclature recognises this as the proper authority.[9] In 1942, 18 subspecies of
African elephant were recognised by Henry Faisfield Osborn, [20] but further morphological data has reduced the number of classified subspecies, and by the 1990s, only fwo were recognised, the savannah or bush
elephant (L. . afvicana) and the forest clephant (L. a. cyclofis), [21] the latter having been named in 1900 by German zoologist Paul Matschie.[22] Forest clephants have smaller and more rounded cars and thinner
and straighter tusks than bush clephants, and are limited in range to the forested areas of western and Central Africa [23] A 2000 study argued for the clevation of the fwo forms into separate species (L. afficana
and L. cyclois respectively) based on differences in skull morphology. [24] DNA studies published in 2001 and 2007 also suggested they were distinct species[25][26] while studies in 2002 and 2005 concluded
that they were the same species.[27][28] Further studies (2010, 2011, 2015) have supported African savannah and forest clephants' status as separate species. [29][30][31] The two species are believed to have
diverged 6 million years ago[32] and have been completely genstically isolated for the past 500,000 years.[33] In 2017, DNA sequence analysis showed that L. cyclotis is more closely related to the extinct
Palaeoloxodon antiguus, than it s to L. afvicana, possibly undermining the genus Loxodonta as a whole.[34] Some evidence suggests that clephants of western Africa are a separate species, [35] although this is
disputed.[28](30] The pygmy_elephants of the Congo Basin, which have been suggested to be a separate species (Loxodonta pumilio) aze probably forest elephants whose small size andor carly maturity are due fo
environmental conditions.[36]

Bulgaria (bal'geariz, bul- (<listen); Bulgarian: Barapus, tr. Blgariya), officially the Republic of Bulgaria (Bulgarian: PenyGma baarapus, tr. Republika Balgariya, IPA: [s= publike bef garije]), is a country
in Southeast Europe. It is bordered by Romania to the north, Serbia and Macedonia to the west, Greece and Turkey to the south, and the Black Sea to the cast. The capital and largest city is Sofia; other major citics
are Plovdiv, Vama and Burgas. With a territory of 110,994 square kilometres (42,855 sq mi), Bulgaria is Europe's 16th-largest country.

One of the carliest societies in the lands of modern-day Bulgaria was the Neolithic Karanovo culture, which dates back to 6,500 BC. In the 6th to 3rd century BC the region was 2 battleground for Thracians,
Persians, Celis and ancient Macedonians; stability came when the Roman Empire conquered the region in AD 45. The Eastern Roman, or Byzantine, Empire lost some of these territories to an invading Bulgar
horde in the late 7th century. The Bulgars founded the First Bulgarian Empire in AD 681, which dominated most of the Balkans and significantly influenced Slavic cultures by developing the Cysillic script. This
state lasted until the carly 11th century, when Byzantine emperor Basil I conquered and dismantled it. A successful Bulgarian revolt in 1185 established a Second Bulgarian Empire, which reached its apex under
Ivan Asen I1 (1218-1241). After numerous exhausting wars and feudal strife, the Second Bulgarian Empire disintegrated in 1396 and its territories fell under Ottoman rule for nearly five centuries.

‘The Russo-Turkish War of 187778 resulted in the formation of the current Third Bulgarian State. Many ethnic Bulgarian populations were left outside its borders, which led to several conflicts with its neighbours
and an alliance with Germany in both world wars. In 1946 Bulgaria became a one-party socialist state and part of the Soviet-led Eastern Bloc. The ruling Communist Party gave up its monopoly on power afier the
sevolutions of 1989 and allowed multi-party clections. Bulgaria then transitioned info a democracy and a market-based economy.

Since adopting a democratic constitution in 1991, the sovereign state has been a unitary parliamentary republic with a high degree of political, administrative, and economic centralisation. The population of seven
million lives mainly in Sofia and the capital cities of the 27 provinces, and the country has suffered significant demographic decline since the late 1980s

Bulgaria is 2 member of the European Union, NATO, and the Council of Europe; it is a founding state of the Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe (OSCE) and has taken a seat on the UN Security
Council three fimes. Its market economy is part of the European Single Market and mostly relies on services, followed by indusiry—especially machine building and mining—and agriculture. Widespread
corruption is a major socioeconomic issue.
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
